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The Voluntary Prekindergarten Estimating Conference met on December 9, 2014 to review 2013‐14 
school year and 2014 summer data; analyze 2014‐15 school year data reported through October 2014; 
and adopt a forecast through 2018‐19.   
 
Overall, the forecast was revised downward based on the lower levels of enrollment witnessed in the 
2014‐15 school year program relative to enrollment at this same time last year.  The new forecast for 
the years 2015‐16 through 2018‐19 has the school year program growing based on projected population 
growth, while the summer is held constant to 2014 levels.  The forecast uses the most recent ratio of 
FTE to enrollment (2013‐14 school year and 2014 summer) and includes estimates for the Specialized 
Instructional Services Program (SISP). 
 
The starting point for the new forecast is shaped by the lower level of enrollment projected for the 
current year, but that effect is slightly offset by higher population estimates going forward.  The 
combined forces produce participation rates similar to the 75.29% expected for the current year.
