EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Criminal Justice Estimating Conference, February 14, 2005

The Criminal Justice Estimating Conference convened February 14, 2005 to revise
the forecast of prison admissions and populations. During the four months since the last
forecast, admissions totaled 11,214, or 168 above the estimate. The population at the end
of January 2005 was 83,131, or 73 above the estimate. After reviewing the latest trends,
and acknowledging some uncertainty over the residual impact on the criminal justice
system from the hurricanes in August and September, the conferees decided to retain the
estimates of admissions and losses adopted at the October 2004 Conference. Since the
end of January actual was 73 over the estimate, rebasing the October forecast beginning
with the end of January actual, increases the October forecast by 73 throughout the
forecast period.

Among the various recent trends reviewed by the Conference, one of the more striking
was the continued decline in the number of offenders under active supervision (probation,
community control, etc.) by the Department of Corrections. Although the supervised
population has been declining since 1999, the June 30", 2004 population was down 3,428
from the previous year. By December 31, 2004 it had declined another 4,733 in only six
months. The Florida Criminal Code database indicates more offenders are receiving
prison as well as county jail sanctions.

The average sentence length of admissions continues to decline, associated with the
high level of technical violators of supervision sentenced to prison.
