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The Criminal Justice Estimating Conference convened December 15, 2023, to revise the forecast 
of prison admissions and population.  During the five months monitored since the July 2023 
Conference, admissions totaled 11,453 which was -265 (-2.3 percent) below the estimate.  An 
examination of upstream variables, such as arrests and guilty dispositions, indicates that they are 
following trends that are similar to those seen in the July 2023 Conference.  Additionally, monthly 
admissions have not followed a clear trend, fluctuating above and below the forecasted estimate 
depending on what month is observed, and nearly matching the cumulative estimate in October. 
 
After considering these trends, the Conference determined that the -0.5 percent error for the 
forecasted population was mostly attributed to statistical noise in admissions, though it is also 
partially a product of recent changes in releases, which the current forecast attempts to correct. 
Given this understanding, the adopted forecast uses July’s forecasted admissions, adjusted for 
actuals and with a slight shift of December admissions into the January total.  The end result is 
minor changes to the prison population forecast adopted in July 2023.  The annual percentage 
changes are similar to those assumed by the prior conference.

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CRIMINAL JUSTICE TRENDS 

 
 Accuracy of July 2023 forecast  

 

 Admissions since the July conference totaled 11,453—265 less than projected for an error of                
-2.3 percent. (Page 1) 

 
 The end-of-month population on November 30th was 85,928. This was -453 under the projected 

86,381 (-0.5% error). (Page 1) 
 

 Over 95.9 percent of July through November admissions were new commitments, and the percentage 
error was lower for this group than for all admissions. There were 10,990 new commitments, -250 less 
than projected (-2.2% error). The number of conditional and control release violators returned to prison 
with technical violations was -15 less than projected in July (-3.1% error). (Page 2) 

 
 Crime  
 

 The number of index offenses decreased in 2021 by 38,524 (-8.3%) from the 2020 level of 466,048.  
The 427,524 index crimes reported in 2021 was lower than reported in any year since 1973. This is the 
thirteenth year in a row in which index offenses declined. (Page 3) 
 

 The number of reported violent offenses decreased by -3.0 percent in 2021. Violent offenses, which 
include murder, forcible sexual offenses, robbery, and aggravated assault, were 18.9 percent of all 
index offenses in 2021, up from 17.9 percent in 2020. Non-violent index offenses include burglary, 
larceny, and motor vehicle theft. These decreased by -9.4 percent in 2021. Note that drug related 
offenses are not included in index offenses. (Page 4) 

 
 The crime rate fell from 2,158.0 in 2020 to 1,952.3 in 2021 (-9.5%). This decline is smaller than 

observed in 2020 when the crime rate fell by -15.5 percent. (Page 6) 
 
 2021 arrests increased by 6.8 percent, from 508,490 in 2020 to 543,138 in 2021. Arrests for index 

offenses declined by -9.8 percent in 2021 while arrests for non-index crimes increased by 10.9 percent. 
The largest percentage decrease in index offense arrests was in robbery (down -16.6%). The largest 
percentage increase in index offense arrests was in murder (up 3.1%). (Pages 5, 7-8) 

 
 Filings and Guilty Dispositions 

 
 After two years of declines, the number of felony filings increased by 0.5 percent in 2021 and 1.2 

percent in 2022. (Pages 9 and 15) 
 

 Violent offense filings increased by 1.3 percent in 2022 and nonviolent offense filings increased by        
4.6 percent. During the same period, drug filings decreased by -3.2 percent. (Pages 10 and 11)  

 
 The share of violent filings remained flat at 24.1 percent in 2022. The share of filings that are 

nonviolent increased from 43.3 percent in 2021 to 44.8 percent in 2022, while the share of drug filings 
decreased from 32.6 percent to 31.1 percent. (Pages 10 and 11) 

 

 After two years of declines, the number of guilty dispositions increased by 36.8 percent in 2021 and 
3.7 percent in 2022. (Pages 12 and 15)

 Violent offense guilty dispositions increased by 9.0 percent and nonviolent offense guilty dispositions 
increased by 4.1 percent in 2022 over 2021. During the same period, drug guilty dispositions decreased 
by -0.3 percent. (Pages 13 and 14) 

 
 The share of guilty dispositions for violent offenses increased from 20.2 to 21.2 percent between 2021 

and 2022. The share for nonviolent offenses increased and the share for drug offenses decreased. 
(Pages 13 and 14)  

 
 The most current available data indicate that filings are increasing and guilty dispositions are remaining 

relatively flat. Filings for January through September 2023 obtained from the December 2023 data were 
4.8 percent above the January through September 2022 filings obtained in January 2023. January 
through September 2023 guilty dispositions were roughly equal when compared to the same period in 
2022. (Page 15) 

 
 The percent of guilty dispositions which are imprisoned as new commitments has trended upward 

from less than 16 percent in the late nineties to 23.3 percent in 2009. The percentage fell for three 
years but then increased through 2014. Following four years of declines, the percentage increased 
slightly in 2019, then decreased to 14.7 percent in 2020. The percentage increased to 19.1 percent in 
2021, then increased to 22.5 percent in 2022. (Page 16) 

 
 Prison Admissions  

 

 There were 27,870 admissions to prison in FY 22-23, up 7.6 percent from FY 21-22. This is the 
second fiscal year of increasing admissions after two years of declining admissions. (Page 23) 

 
 New commitments, which are 96.0 percent of all admissions, totaled 26,747 in FY 22-23.  This 

represented a 7.3 percent increase from the prior fiscal year, and a second fiscal year of increasing 
new commitments. New commitments decreased the prior two fiscal years. (Page 24) 
 

 In looking at new commitments by calendar year, new commitments in 2022 increased by 22.1 percent 
from the previous calendar year. (Page 25)   

 
 Conditional and control release violators without new sentences comprise the remaining 4.0 

percent of total admissions. These admissions increased by 15.3 percent in FY 22-23. (Page 26) 
 
 The average sentence length of new commitments increased to 68.7 months in FY 22-23, up from 

63.3 months in FY 21-22. (Pages 27 and 28) 
 
 In November 2023 the average sentence length of new commitments was 71.8 months (6.0 years). In 

November 2022 the average sentence length was 63.6 months (5.3 years). (Pages 28 and 29) 
 

 While large numbers of new commitments are sentenced to prison with short sentences, there are often 
shifts in the sentence length distribution. Total new commitments increased by 1,816 (7.3%) between 
FY 21-22 and FY 22-23, with the largest increases being in year-and-a-day sentences and sentences 
greater than 102 months. In the first five months of FY 23-24, new commitments increased by 185 
(1.7%), with the largest increases being in sentences greater than 102 months and sentences from 367 
days to 15 months.  (Page 30) 

 
 The number of year-and-a-day new commitments increased by 14.4 percent in FY 22-23. This was 

the second straight fiscal year with increasing year-and-a-day new commitments. (Page 31) 
 

 The percentage of year-and-a-day sentences increased for a second straight fiscal year. In FY 22-
23, 7.4 percent of new commitments had year-and-a-day sentences, up from 6.9 percent in FY 21-22. 
(Page 32) 
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 While year-and-a-day sentences increased statewide in FY 22-23, the first five months of FY 23-24 

are showing a decrease in these sentences, with -4.7 percent less compared to the same time period in 
FY 22-23. The largest level decrease was in Palm Beach County where these sentences decreased by     
-34.9 percent. Columbia (-81.1 percent) and Volusia (-16.0 percent) also experienced large decreases. 
Year-and-a-day sentences increased by more than 20 in two counties. (Page 33) 

 
 There was a detectable increase in year-and-a-month sentences in Hillsborough County beginning 

November 2007. These increases were in conjunction with a large decline in year-and-a-day 
sentences. Hillsborough’s percentage of total new commitments that are either year-and-a-day or year-
and-a-month in length declined after October 2006, remained stable for a couple of years and trended 
upward before stabilizing once again. Data for the first five months of FY 23-24 suggest that year-and-
a-day sentences represent the largest share of these short sentences and are seeing growth (38.3%). 
Data also suggest that Pinellas County started using the year-and-a-month sentence as an alternative 
to year-and-a-day sentences beginning in 2010. More recent data for Pinellas County indicate a 
possible declining trend in both sentencing types. (Page 34) 

 
 Growth in new commitments is not uniform across the state. Comparing July through November of 

FY 22-23 and FY 23-24, 38 counties experienced positive growth in the number of new commitments 
and 29 counties showed negative growth. Comparing FY 21-22 and FY 22-23, 40 counties experienced 
positive growth in the number of new commitments and 27 counties showed negative growth. (Pages 
35 and 36) 

 
 Duval County had the largest number of new commitments in the first five months of FY 23-24 (861, 

7.8% of total). New commitments from Polk accounted for 5.6 percent of the state total, down from 
6.2% in the first five months of FY 22-23. Miami-Dade’s new commitments accounted for 5.3 percent of 
the total (down from 5.8%). (Page 35) 

 
 In the first five months of FY 23-24, Pinellas County led the state in the number of increases in new 

commitments, growing by 140 (37.7%) when compared to the same time period in FY 22-23. 
Hillsborough increased by 84 new commitments (19.0%), while Martin (113.0%) and Lee (22.8%) each 
increased by 61. (Page 36) 

 
 Florida’s three largest counties, Miami-Dade, Broward, and Hillsborough, accounted for 27.8 percent 

of the state population in 2023, but only 14.4 percent of the state’s new commitments to prison in FY 
22-23 and 24.4 percent of the year-and-a-day sentences. On the other hand, Bay County accounts for 
0.8 percent of the state’s total population, but accounts for 4.0 percent of new commitments. (Pages 37 
and 38)  

 
 Similarly, Hillsborough County accounts for 6.8 percent of the state’s total population, but accounts for 

8.8 percent of the year-and-a-day sentences, and though Volusia only represents 2.6 percent of the 
state population, it accounts for 15.3 percent of year-and-a-day sentences. Perhaps even more 
remarkable, of the 20 counties that have double-digit shares of their new commitments with year-and-a-
day sentences, more than half of them have population shares of less than three-quarters of one 
percent. (Pages 37 and 38)   

 
 The 1.7 percent increase in new commitments in the first five months of FY 23-24 was distributed 

across most offense groups, with percent change ranging from 1.0% (“Violent, Other”) to 12.9% 
(“Murder/Manslaughter”). A majority of offense groups also saw increases in average sentence length, 
with “Murder/Manslaughter” offenses increasing by over 2 months in sentence length, and 
“Sexual/Lewd Behavior” increasing by over 1 1/2 months. Overall, these increases resulted in all new 
commitments having an increase of less than a month in average sentence length. (Page 39) 

 
 Increases in new commitments in the “Murder/Manslaughter” category were distributed across many 

offenses, with the largest increase being in “2nd Degree Murder, Dangerous Act,” which increased by 
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29 (13.4%) between the first five months of FY 22-23 and FY 23-24. “Homicide Manslaughter 
Culpable Negligence” also increased by 27 (42.2%). (Page 40) 

 
 Unlike new commitments as a whole, year-and-a-day sentences decreased between the first five 

months of FY 22-23 and FY 23-24. The category with the largest decrease was “Drugs,” with 58 fewer 
commitments (-21.5%). (Page 41) 

 
 New commitments with year-and-a-day sentences have a wide variety of offenses. In the first five 

months of FY 23-24, “Possession of a firearm etc. by convicted felon” and “Possess 
methamphetamine” were the most common primary offenses. These two offenses accounted for 16.2 
percent of the total year-and-a-day new commitments (down from 19.0% in the first five months of FY 
22-23). (Page 42) 

 
 The percentage of new commitments sentenced for third degree felonies increased from 41.2 

percent in FY 21-22 to 41.5 percent in FY 22-23. (Page 43)  
 
 The number of offenders sentenced to prison under 10-20-Life increased in FY 22-23 with 1,534 

offenders sentenced under these provisions receiving mandatory prison terms. Of these offenders, 13.5 
percent received a sentence of at least 25 years in length, up from 12.3 percent in FY 21-22. (Pages 44 
and 45) 

 
 The total affected prison population under 10-20-Life has increased for the last two fiscal years after 

decreasing over the prior two years. On June 30, 2023, there were 12,242 offenders who had received 
a mandatory prison term under this statute in Florida’s prisons. This represented 14.4 percent of 
Florida’s prison population on that date. (Pages 44 and 45)   

 
 COUNTY JAILS 

 
 Average daily population in county jails declined with the end of zero tolerance policies. The adjusted 

June 2023 average daily population (ADP) of 53,894 was -0.7 percent lower than the adjusted June 30, 
2022 ADP of 54,252. However, at the peak of zero tolerance, the ADP exceeded 66,000 (July 2007). 
(Page 46) 

 
 The adjusted average daily population has been below 60,000 since December 2009. (Page 47) 

 
 In FY 18-19, an average of 17.6 percent of the offenders in county jail sentenced for a felony. In FY 

19-20, the percentage decreased to an average of 15.7 percent of the offenders in county jail 
sentenced for a felony. In FY 20-21, the percentage continued to decrease to an average of 12.4 
percent of the offenders in county jail sentenced for a felony. In FY 21-22, the percentage increased 
to an average of 13.7 percent of the offenders in county jail sentenced for a felony. In FY 22-23, the 
percentage decreased to an average of 12.2 percent of the offenders in county jail sentenced for a 
felony. For the first four months of FY 23-24, the percentage increased to an average of 12.4 percent 
of the offenders in county jail sentenced for a felony. (Page 48) 

 
 

 OTHER TRENDS 
 
 After increasing from 112,529 on June 30, 2006 to 119,216 in June 2008, the number of offenders on 

active supervision fell over the next three years to 113,622 in June 2011. The number on active 
supervision grew in 2012, but then declined for another nine years and was 84,526 on June 30, 2021. It 
grew to 86,801 on June 30, 2022, then decreased to 84,034 on June 30, 2023 (down -3.2% from the 
prior year). (Page 49) 

 
 The number of offenders with either a life or a death sentence grew for thirty-one years increasing from 

4,549 in 1990 to 13,951 in 2020. This population saw its first decline in 2021, decreasing to 13,819. In 
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2022, it increased to 13,889, and increased to 14,174 in 2023. In 1990, 10.6 percent of inmates were 
serving a life or death sentence on June 30. In 2023, this percentage had increased to 16.6 percent. 
(Page 50)  

 
 The percent of offenders with sentences for life, death, or within the purview of 10-20-Life, has risen 

over the years. As of June 30, 2023, 28.2 percent of the prison population was made up of offenders 
with one of these sentences. (Page 51) 

 
 The prison population on June 30, 2023 was 85,174, an increase of 3.7 percent from June 30, 2022.  

(Pages 52 and 54)  
 
 The number of prison inmates per 100,000 Florida population rose in FY 22-23 to 376.3. This is the 

second year in which the incarceration rate increased after eleven years of declining numbers. In the 
prior 30 years, the incarceration rate had grown from 202.3 (in FY 79-80) to 543.7 (in FY 09-10). This 
rate had remained relatively flat between FY 94-95 and FY 01-02, but had risen each year between FY 
02-03 and FY 09-10. (Pages 52 and 53)  

 
 The age distribution of prison admissions has changed significantly since FY 99-00. While the 

percentage of 18 to 24 year olds has declined, the percentage of those older than 50 has grown 
steadily. However, there have been shifts for both in recent years. After a year where percentage of 
prison admissions remained flat for 18 to 24 year olds and declined for 50-59 year olds, both have 
returned to prior historical trends in FY 21-22 and FY 22-23, with the percentage of 18 to 24 year olds 
decreasing, and the percentage of 50-59 year olds increasing. Additionally, the percentage of 35 to 49 
year olds continues to surpass the percentage of 25 to 34 year olds. (Page 55) 

 
 The top five offenses by age group varied considerably across admissions in FY 22-23, with several 

top crimes for older age groups connected to prior criminal history. (Page 56) 
 

 The age distribution of the prison population has also changed significantly since June 30, 2000. 
While the percentage of 18 to 24 year olds has declined, the percentage of those older than 50 has 
grown steadily, with inmates aged 50 to 59 and inmates aged 60+ now making up a greater share of 
the prison population than 18 to 24 year olds. Furthermore, after staying relatively flat for a decade, the 
percentage of those 25 to 34 has now experienced a steady decline over several years.  (Page 57)
