Voluntary Prekindergarten Estimating Conference
Executive Summary
July 30, 2013

The Voluntary Prekindergarten Estimating Conference met on July 30, 2013 to review final 2011-12
school year data; summer 2012 data; and 2012-13 school year data reported through June 2013. The
new forecast covers the period beginning with these revisions through 2016-17. As per section
1002.71(3)(c), Florida Statutes, data are considered final as of December 31 of the subsequent fiscal
year.

Enrollment data for program year 2011-12 indicates that 80.51% of eligible four year olds participated in
the VPK program. The participation rate is estimated to be 80.06% for the 2012-13 program year.

Based on the current take-up rate for the Specialized Instructional Services Program (SISP), the
conference changed the point estimates previously adopted for the SISP program to positive
indeterminate for all forecast years. SISP data were incorporated into the 2012-13 program year as
follows:
e Reported data for the 2012-13 school year and May/June 2013 summer were applied to their
respective periods.
e Students currently enrolled in SISP were assumed to max out their FTE over the remainder of
the program year.
e “Additional Enrollment” was generated for the SISP children who either:
0 Came directly into SISP, or
O Had SISP participation into another fiscal year.
e SISP FTEs were shown in the period where the costs were incurred.

The estimates and forecasts, starting with school year 2012-13, utilize the most recent ratio of
enrollment to FTE (2012-13 school year and 2012 summer). The changes in enroliment and FTE are
attributable to the findings from the 2012-13 school year data reported through June 2013, the change
in the SISP assumptions, revised forecasts of the 4-year old population, recalculated participation rates,
and new enrollment to FTE ratios.

Starting with the 2012-13 school year this program will
impact both enrollment and FTE for both school year
and summer. The impact of this program will be
phased in; with approximately 50% of the school year
impact in 2012-13 and 100% for remaining forecast
school years and all summer periods. The delayed
start of the program is anticipated to shift 50% of the
2012-13 school year into summer 2013. This
assumption will affect the estimates and projections
for Program Year 2012-13, Fiscal Years 2012-13 and
2013-14.

Based on the current take-up rate for the program, it
is assumed that the impact is positive indeterminate.
Reported data for 2012-13 school year and
May/June 2013 summer were applied. It was further
assumed that enrolled students in SISP would max
out their FTE over the remainder of summer 2013.

VPK Estimating Conference: An Overview of VPK SIS Implementation Efforts

To aid in the implementation of the new Specialized Instructional Services (SIS) program within
the Voluntary Prekindergarten Education (VPK) Program, the Office of Early Learning (OEL)
and Department of Education (FDOE) staff partnered to deliver four webinars. Webinars were
held last year on July 19 and August 2, 2012, and again this year on April 12 and April 23, 2013.
Staff from each agency presented information via PowerPoint and answered questions from the
audience. Each webinar was well-attended — over 100 participants each session — and covered
the following topics: student registration and enrollment, provider reimbursement, provider
approval process, sample Individual Educational Plans and data entry in the Enhanced Field
System.

Prior to the 2012 webinars, the OEL emailed several resource and training documents to the
executive directors of the Early Learning Coalitions and the Redlands Christian Migrant
Association and then posted those same documents to the OEL website. Each executive director
was encouraged to invite school district, coalition, and contracted staff, especially inclusion and
exceptional student education coordinators and finance and eligibility staff, to attend one of the
webinars. The FDOE also emailed the same resource and training documents to school district
Exceptional Student Education directors and Assistant Superintendents for Curriculum and
Instruction. Participants were encouraged to familiarize themselves with the resource
documents prior to participating in the webinars. These documents, contributed from both OEL
and FDOE staff, included a joint memorandum announcing the roll-out of the VPK SIS program,
a frequently asked questions document, a technical assistance overview for coalitions and school
districts, a parent fact sheet, draft Florida Administrative Code and forms, a draft technical
assistance paper on determining provider eligibility and a list of approved SIS providers.

Subsequent to the 2013 webinars, the OEL and FDOE again emailed the joint memorandum and
the various training documents to several early learning stakeholder groups, including coalition
executive directors, school district exceptional student education directors, school district
assistant superintendents for curriculum and instruction and the Florida Diagnostic & Learning
Resources System network. Additionally, OEL staff provided many individualized follow-up
trainings and continue to act as a resource regarding SIS program implementation for VPK
students, parents, coalitions and school districts.
