
Voluntary Prekindergarten Estimating Conference  
Executive Summary 

August 10, 2023 
 
 

The Voluntary Prekindergarten (VPK) Estimating Conference met on August 10, 2023, to adopt a revised forecast 
that is now extended through Fiscal Year 2028-29.  The new forecast incorporated an updated birth forecast from 
the July 2023 Demographic Estimating Conference, reported 2022-23 school year enrollment and payment data 
through June 2023, and summer 2023 enrollment information through July 2023.  
 
Demographic Data… 
Forecasted growth in enrollment is based on the growth in previous Florida births that align with each cohort 
entering VPK.  Enrollment in the current and upcoming three years is colored by actual births; however, the latest 
birth forecast from the Demographic Estimating Conference indicates that there will be a decrease in the number of 
births eligible to enter VPK beginning in 2027-28 relative to the prior forecast.  Using this information, the VPK 
enrollment forecast shifts downward in FY 2027-28. 
 
The four year old population series was frozen to the February 2023 Demographic Estimating Conference forecast 
for purposes of identifying relative shifts in participation rates until the 2020 Census data is fully incorporated 
throughout the population series.  
 
Reported 2022-23 Data… 
The FY 2022-23 enrollment data reported through June was 421 lower than estimated in February due to lower 
participation than anticipated in the May/June summer program.  This decline in enrollment was coupled with a 
higher level of hours completed among those who did enroll throughout the year, resulting in an overall 742.10 
increase in FTE relative to the prior forecast.  As FY 2022-23 concluded, FTE enrollment was 141,274.94 relative to 
the estimate of 140,532.84 FTE adopted in February or the originally appropriated level of 155,878.07.   
 
Forecast…  
While participation rates were slowly declining from 2013-14 through 2018-19 (from 81.0% to 74.2%), the decline 
was exacerbated during the pandemic. The new forecast produces a participation rate of 65.8% in 2023-24, 
increasing to 67.2% in the outermost year (2028-29).

School‐year and Summer enrollment reflects data from the EFS 

Modernization system.

Each SISP student that is still active in the program, is assumed to earn 

1.0 FTE.  The forecast period assumes an FTE of 1.0 for all projected 

SISP students.

If a child starts SISP during the school year, it is assumed that the FTE 

is accrued in the school year.  If a child starts SISP during the summer, 

their FTE is distributed throughout the summer, across the two fiscal 

years.

For school year, enrollment data through June 2023 was analyzed.  

The outer years are based on a forecast of births.

Summer 2023 was adjusted to account for activity seen to date during 

the May/June and July/August time periods.  Overall, Summer 2024 

and the outer years are held constant to 2023 levels.
